Ensure that you use the correct
one for yourversion of Windows 10.

You will needto copy the foldercalled “migwiz” from within the zipfile:

Thenyou needto paste thisfolderinto the followinglocation on your Windows 10 machine:
C:\Windows\System32\

Note that we are assuming that your Windows installation is on the C: drive, if not, change the drive
letter.

Then go intothe “migwiz” folderand runthe followingfile:
C:\Windows\System32\migwiz\MigSetup.exe

Thiswill then start the setup process and launch the Windows Easy Transfer program.

If you wantto use it inthe future again, you can thenrun thisfile:

C:\Windows\System32\migwiz\MigWiz.exe
